Sermon: “Jesus Taught about Hell” 

 

Matthew 5:21–22 (ESV)  
21 “You have heard that it was said to those of old, ‘You shall not murder; and whoever murders 

will be liable to judgment.’ 22 But I say to you that everyone who is angry with his brother will be 

liable to judgment; whoever insults his brother will be liable to the council; and whoever says, ‘You 

fool!’ will be liable to the hell of fire.  

 

Matthew 5:29–30 (ESV)  
29 If your right eye causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away. For it is better that you lose one 

of your members than that your whole body be thrown into hell. 30 And if your right hand causes 

you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. For it is better that you lose one of your members than that 

your whole body go into hell.  

 

Matthew 23:13 (ESV)  

“But woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you shut the kingdom of heaven in people’s 

faces. For you neither enter yourselves nor allow those who would enter to go in.  

 

Matthew 23:15 (ESV)  

Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you travel across sea and land to make a single 

proselyte, and when he becomes a proselyte, you make him twice as much a child of hell as 

yourselves.  

 

Matthew 23:33 (ESV)  

You serpents, you brood of vipers, how are you to escape being sentenced to hell?  

 

Matthew 23:37 (ESV)  

“O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the city that kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to it! How 

often would I have gathered your children together as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, and 

you were not willing!” 

 

Matthew 18:1–9 (ESV)  
1 At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?” 

2 And calling to him a child, he put him in the midst of them 3 and said, “Truly, I say to you, unless 

you turn and become like children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 4 Whoever humbles 

himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.  
5 “Whoever receives one such child in my name receives me, 6 but whoever causes one of these 

little ones who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to have a great millstone fastened 

around his neck and to be drowned in the depth of the sea.  
7 “Woe to the world for temptations to sin! For it is necessary that temptations come, but woe to 

the one by whom the temptation comes! 8 And if your hand or your foot causes you to sin, cut it off 

and throw it away. It is better for you to enter life crippled or lame than with two hands or two feet 

to be thrown into the eternal fire. 9 And if your eye causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away. It 

is better for you to enter life with one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into the hell of fire.  



 

Mark 9:47–48 (ESV)  
47 And if your eye causes you to sin, tear it out. It is better for you to enter the kingdom of God with 

one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into hell, 48 ‘where their worm does not die and the fire is 

not quenched.’  

 

Jeremiah 32:35 (ESV)  

They built the high places of Baal in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, to offer up their sons and 

daughters to Molech, though I did not command them, nor did it enter into my mind, that they 

should do this abomination, to cause Judah to sin.  

 

2 Chronicles 33:6 (ESV)  

And he burned his sons as an offering in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, and used fortune-telling 

and omens and sorcery, and dealt with mediums and with necromancers. He did much evil in the 

sight of the LORD, provoking him to anger.  

 

Luke 16:19–31 (ESV)  
19 “There was a rich man who was clothed in purple and fine linen and who feasted sumptuously 

every day. 20 And at his gate was laid a poor man named Lazarus, covered with sores, 21 who desired 

to be fed with what fell from the rich man’s table. Moreover, even the dogs came and licked his 

sores. 22 The poor man died and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s side. The rich man also died 

and was buried, 23 and in Hades, being in torment, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham far off and 

Lazarus at his side. 24 And he called out, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus to 

dip the end of his finger in water and cool my tongue, for I am in anguish in this flame.’ 25 But 

Abraham said, ‘Child, remember that you in your lifetime received your good things, and Lazarus in 

like manner bad things; but now he is comforted here, and you are in anguish. 26 And besides all this, 

between us and you a great chasm has been fixed, in order that those who would pass from here to 

you may not be able, and none may cross from there to us.’ 27 And he said, ‘Then I beg you, father, 

to send him to my father’s house— 28 for I have five brothers—so that he may warn them, lest they 

also come into this place of torment.’ 29 But Abraham said, ‘They have Moses and the Prophets; let 

them hear them.’ 30 And he said, ‘No, father Abraham, but if someone goes to them from the dead, 

they will repent.’ 31 He said to him, ‘If they do not hear Moses and the Prophets, neither will they be 

convinced if someone should rise from the dead.’ ”
